The 2022-2023 Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report (CAPER) has been prepared to 

assist residents of the City of Mission Viejo and the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development 

(HUD) in assessing the City’s use of federal grant funds to meet priority housing and community needs 

identified in the City’s 2020–2024 Consolidated Plan. The CAPER will focus on annual goals and 

accomplishments for the period of July 1, 2022, through June 30, 2023 – the FY 2022-23 reporting 

period.  

The 2022-23 reporting period is the third year of the City’s 2020-2024 Consolidated Plan cycle. The 

2022-2023 Annual Action Plan outlined an expenditure plan for the City’s $389,942 CDBG grant 

allocation, plus $439,471 in prior year funds and $0 in anticipated CDBG program income. The Action 

Plan identified 12 activities to be carried out during the reporting period utilizing CDBG funds. Activities 

include housing assistance, public service grants, and program administration (including fair housing 

services).  

The 2020-2024 Consolidated Plan established the following five-year goals.  Also listed below are 

respective one-year accomplishments for the 2022-23 reporting period.

• Infrastructure and Facility Improvements: 5-year Goal: Assist 6,000 Persons – no projects were 

completed during the reporting period.  

• Housing Preservation: Five-year Goal: Assist 41 Units – seven units were rehabilitated during the 

reporting period 

• Public Social Services: Five-year Goal: Assist 8,250 Persons – 1,748 Mission Viejo residents were 

assisted during the reporting period 

• Homeless Continuum of Care: Five-year Goal: Assist 2,450 Persons - 288 individuals were 

assisted during the reporting period 

• Administration and Planning: Five-year Goal: Assist 375 Households (fair housing services) and 

provide five years of program administration – 58 households were assisted during the reporting 

period

• Housing Assistance Vouchers: Rental Housing Choice vouchers and certificates provided by the 

Orange County Housing Authority - Five-year Goal is to assist an average of 250 Mission Viejo 

renter households per year – 236 Mission Viejo households received rental assistance during the 

reporting period 

• Social Service Grants: City grants for various social services that benefit Mission Viejo residents – 

funds were allocated to support various social service programs during the reporting period.  
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The City also continued to use CDBG-Coronavirus (CDBG-CV) funds during the reporting period. CDBG-

CV was authorized under the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act of 2020 (CARES Act). 

CDBG-CV funds must be used to prevent, prepare for, or respond to the local impacts of the COVID-19 

pandemic. The City received $744,619 in CDBG-CV funds. The City used CDBG-CV funds to support 

various social service programs that assisted Mission Viejo residents impacted by COVID-19.  Funds were 

also used to assist local businesses affected by public health directives, such as mandatory shutdowns. 

During the FY 2022-23 reporting period, CDBG-CV-funded activities assisted 842 Mission Viejo residents. 

A detailed summary of CDBG and CDBG-CV accomplishments is provided in Attachment 1.

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Assess how the jurisdiction’s use of funds, particularly CDBG, addresses the priorities and 

specific objectives identified in the plan, giving special attention to the highest priority 

activities identified. 

Consistent with the Consolidated Plan, the City focused funds on priority needs identified in the plan, 

such as housing rehabilitation and public service that provide a social safety net for lower-income 

households. Overall, only one activity met its planned annual goal – Vocational Visions. All other 

activities fell short of planned accomplishment goals. Program accomplishments were likely impacted by 

the local economy emerging from COVID-19 shutdowns during the first half of the reporting period. 

With respect to five-year Consolidated Plan goals, the COVID-19 pandemic significantly impacted goal 

attainment. FY 2022-23 accomplishments are summarized below.  

Housing 

• The City implemented its housing program to preserve and improve its existing stock of owner-

occupied housing units. Housing rehabilitation assistance was provided to seven homeowners. 

Examples of improvements undertaken include installing energy-efficient windows, re-piping, 

new flooring, and new roofs.  

• During the reporting period, the Orange County Housing Authority (OCHA) reports providing 

rental assistance to 236 lower-income Mission Viejo renter households. 

• CDBG funds were allocated to assist Families Forward in purchasing one or more housing units 

to expand the City's supply of affordable housing. Families Forward encountered delays in 

identifying a suitable unit due to extensive buyer competition for units in the desired price 

range. The City explored providing additional CDBG funding with 2023 grant funds. Families 

Forward will continue to seek a unit to purchase in the FY 2023-24 report period. 

Public Services    

• Age Well Senior Services provided case management services that assessed homebound seniors' 

health and living situation. The program aims to help seniors remain healthy and housed in 

place – 27 seniors were assisted during FY 2022-23.  

• Camino Health Center provided reduced-cost medical and pediatric dental care services for 

lower-income Mission Viejo residents, including the uninsured and the homeless – 1,633 

individuals were assisted during FY 2022-23. 

• Vocational Visions provided employment training, placement, and coaching services for adults 

with intellectual or developmental disabilities – 88 individuals were assisted during FY 2022-23.   

Homeless Continuum of Care 

• Families Forward used CDBG funds to provide support services for homeless families with 

children (19 individuals) during FY 2022-23.   

• Family Assistance Ministries used CDBG funds to provide rent and utility assistance, food, and 

case management to 215 lower-income Mission Viejo residents.  
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• Stand Up For Kids used CDBG funds to provide case management for homeless teens and young 

adults – 15 individuals were assisted during the FY 2022-23 reporting period. 

• South County Outreach’s (SCO) homelessness prevention program allows lower-income 

households to focus limited financial resources on maintaining housing, thus preventing 

homelessness – 39 individuals were assisted during FY 2022-23. 

Administration 

• In addition to general program oversight and coordination, CDBG funds were allocated to the 

Fair Housing Foundation (FHF), which provided services to address impediments to safe and 

decent housing.  FHF also provided fair housing outreach, education, and enforcement services 

for tenants, landlords, and property managers – 58 households were assisted during FY 2022-23. 

As previously indicated, the City used CDBG-CV resources during the reporting period. The City utilized 

funds to assist local nonprofits in addressing Mission Viejo residents' needs associated with the COVID-

19 pandemic. These services also addressed priority needs identified in the Consolidated Plan:  

Homeless Continuum of Care 

• Families Forward used CDBG-CV funds to provide rental assistance to households financially 

impacted by COVID-19 – 13 individuals benefited from rental assistance during the reporting 

period.  

• Family Assistance Ministries used CDBG-CV funds to assist households impacted by COVID-19 by 

providing case management, food, and financial assistance to pay arrears rent and utilities – 345 

individuals were assisted during the reporting period, including 5 with rent/utility assistance. 

• South County Outreach used CDBG-CV to provide rent, utility, and food assistance to households 

impacted by the pandemic – 273 individuals were assisted during the reporting period, including 

23 with rent/utility assistance.  

Public Services 

• Age Well Senior Services used CDBG-CV funds to purchase food for the Meals on Wheels 

program. Age Well reports that many seniors remain reluctant to return to congregate meal 

settings – the program assisted 213 Mission Viejo seniors during the FY 2022-23 reporting 

period.  

• The City of Mission Viejo Senior Grocery Program allows seniors to “shop” for food at the 

Mission Viejo Senior Center. The program offers a safe, uncrowded environment where seniors 

can get free food; 211 seniors benefited from the program during the reporting period.

Narrative 

According to the U.S. Census Bureau, most Mission Viejo residents are racially White – 70.6% per the 

2021 American Community Survey 5-Year Estimates.  This data source reports that 15.9% of the City’s 

population is Hispanic/Latino and 9.7% Asian (the City’s two largest minority populations).  Based on 

Table 2, approximately 86.9% of CDBG-funded program participants were White, with many of these 

individuals ethnically Hispanic/Latino (49.4%) – 8.1% of program beneficiaries are Asian.  Data for CDBG-

CV-funded activities mirror the City’s demographic profile – 67.7% of program beneficiaries are White, 

32.7% Hispanic/Latino, and 8.1% Asian.  

A closer look at the accomplishment data from individual activities provides additional insights.  Among 

safety net programs such as food banks and medical services, nearly half of the clients served are lower-

income Hispanic/Latino households.  Similarly, a significant percentage of CDBG-CV program 

beneficiaries are lower-income Hispanics/Latinos.  Perhaps more noteworthy is the income of Mission 

Viejo residents seeking CDBG and CDBG-CV-funded services.  Approximately 89% of CDBG program 

beneficiaries are reported as extremely low-income residents.  These are households with an income 

less than 30% of the county median income.  Similarly, approximately 75% of CDBG-CV program 

beneficiaries are extremely low-income.  This data indicates that extremely low-income households may 

be economically unstable and need assistance to stabilize their financial situation, especially in a 

worldwide pandemic.

Narrative 
The 2022-2023 Annual Action Plan allocated $829,413 in CDBG funds for various activities. The City 

anticipated receiving $389,942 in 2022 CDBG funds from HUD, plus using $439,471 in prior year 

uncommitted CDBG funds. The City expected to receive $0 in CDBG program income; however, during 

the year, the City received $186,513 in program income. As reported in Table 3, $273,009 in CDBG 

funding was expended during the reporting period. The City also continued to spend down CDBG-CV 

funds during the reporting period. In 2020, the City received two rounds of CDBG-CV funding totaling 

$744,619. During the reporting period, the City spent $196,502 in CDBG-CV funds.  

Initially, HUD required that 80% of CDBG-CV funds be spent in three years and 100% in six years; 

however, on April 18, 2023, HUD published a notice that announced the elimination of the three-year 

80% expenditure deadline. Over three years, the City has expended $644,845 in CDBG-CV funds, 

approximately 86.6% of total CDBG-CV funds.

Narrative 

In general, 2022-23 CDBG funding was expended as anticipated, except for housing acquisition. Due to a 

demand for lower-priced residential properties in Mission Viejo, the City’s affordable housing partner, 

Families Forward, could not secure a property during the reporting period. Additional funding (FY 2023-

24 funds) will be available to assist with a purchase in the next reporting period. 

The City received more program income than expected.  Unexpended CDBG funds will be 

reprogrammed for future eligible activities. With respect to the geographic expenditure of CDBG funds, 

all CDBG-funded public service grants were available on a citywide basis.  Similarly, housing programs 

were available citywide.   

All CDBG-CV funds were used to assist residents on a citywide basis. A detailed summary of CDBG and 

CDBG-CV funding expenditure is provided in Attachment 2 (PR26 - CDBG Financial Summary Report).

The City fell shy of its planned housing rehabilitation program goals for the 2022-23 reporting period 

(assistance for eight households planned – seven were assisted). As discussed above, the planned 

acquisition of a housing unit did not come to fruition during the reporting period.      

With respect to rental assistance, the federal rental assistance program is administered in Mission Viejo 

by OCHA. The City has no control over the allocation of housing assistance vouchers or certificates 

within the City. OCHA reports that 236 Mission Viejo households were assisted with federal rental 

assistance vouchers or certificates during the 2022-23 reporting period.

No significant changes to the City’s housing rehabilitation programs are anticipated at this time.  The 

City continues to market the program citywide; however, unforeseen housing costs and interest rate 

fluctuations could have an unanticipated impact on the program.

Table 7 provides income information regarding the households that received housing rehabilitation 

assistance during the FY 2022-23 reporting period.  OCHA reports that 236 Mission Viejo extremely low-

income and very low-income renter households received rental assistance during the 2022-23 reporting 

period.

No CDBG or CDBG-CV funds were allocated for homeless outreach during the 2022-23 reporting period; 

however, Mercy House provided homeless outreach and engagement services. These services are 

coordinated with the Orange County Sheriff's Homeless liaison officer assigned to the City.   

Regional homeless service providers have established outreach programs that engage the homeless 

throughout the region. The City supported these efforts by endorsing the coordinated efforts of the 

regional Continuum of Care.  

Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homeless persons 

During the 2022-23 reporting period, the City did not fund emergency shelter or transitional housing 

services with CDBG or CDBG-CV funds.    

Helping low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely 

low-income individuals and families and those who are:  likely to become homeless after 

being discharged from publicly funded institutions and systems of care (such as health care 

facilities, mental health facilities, foster care and other youth facilities, and corrections 

programs and institutions);  and,  receiving assistance from public or private agencies that 

address housing, health, social services, employment, education, or youth needs 

The City’s homeless strategy delineated in the Consolidated Plan calls for providing safety net services 

that help prevent individuals and households from becoming homeless. To this end, during the 2022-23 

reporting period, CDBG funding was allocated to Family Assistance Ministries and South County 

Outreach. Family Assistance Ministries reports it provided case management and supportive services to 

215 Mission Viejo residents, including rental assistance to prevent eviction for four individuals. South 

County Outreach provided rent/utility assistance, case management, and food to 39 Mission Viejo 

residents – 24 received rent/utility assistance. CDBG-CV funds were also used to assist households 

experiencing financial hardship caused by the Coronavirus. Cumulatively, Families Forward, Family 

Assistance Ministries, and South County Outreach assisted 631 Mission Viejo residents – 41 received 

rent/utility assistance. Approximately 75% of beneficiaries of all CDBG-CV-funded activities are 

extremely low-income households.     

The City also supported the regional Continuum of Care (CoC) planning process, including developing a 

regional plan to end homelessness and a regional discharge plan. OCHA utilized federal rental assistance 

vouchers and certificates to assist homeless households in securing and maintaining permanent housing.

OCHA reports four formerly homeless households residing in Mission Viejo benefitted from Continuum 

of Care Program Permanent Supportive Housing Certificates. Additionally, eight former homeless, 

disabled veteran households in the City benefitted from Veterans Affairs Supportive Housing (VASH) 

vouchers. Six Mission Viejo Households received Emergency Housing Vouchers due to a COVID-19 

financial impact. 

Helping homeless persons (especially chronically homeless individuals and families, families 

with children, veterans and their families, and unaccompanied youth) make the transition to 

permanent housing and independent living, including shortening the period of time that 

individuals and families experience homelessness, facilitating access for homeless individuals

As indicated above, the City allocated CDBG funding to assist homeless individuals and households at 

risk of homelessness.  Services provided included housing counseling and housing placement services. 

Agencies also provided food banks and rental/utility assistance. Families Forward utilized CDBG funds to 

provide support services for 19 individuals. As reported above, four homeless households benefitted 

from Continuum of Care Program Permanent Supportive Housing Certificates, and eight homeless 

veteran households benefitted from VASH vouchers.

The 2022-2023 Annual Action Plan indicated that the City would address barriers to affordable housing 

by considering the following actions: 

• Land Use Controls: If applicable, the City will consider granting a density bonus or modification 

to development standards, such as building height, to enhance the feasibility of an affordable 

housing project. The City will also consider granting reduced parking for senior housing and 

other affordable housing projects through the conditional use permit process.  Two projects 

benefitted from these incentives during the 2022-23 reporting period. 

• Local Processing and Permit Procedures: The City will consider providing incentives to assist 

with affordable housing development.  Incentives may include expeditious permit processing 

and fee waivers.  Two projects benefitted from these incentives during the 2022-23 reporting 

period. 

• Fees and Other Exactions Required of Developers and Site Improvements: The City generally 

strives to keep development fees and improvement requirements to a minimum and actively 

pursues other revenue sources to fund public improvements to coordinate with private 

development. The City Council has approved a shopping center rezoning to accommodate a for-

sale project with 105 units. The project is currently under construction (Shea Homes) and 

includes 16 affordable units (nine for very low-income and seven for low-income homeowners). 

This project was completed during the reporting period. Two project additional projects (that 

benefitted from development incentives) were underway during the reporting period: a 60-unit 

project (Neo 2) and a smaller 14-unit development (Avant). 

• Tax Policies: There is no local tax. 

Actions taken to address obstacles to meeting underserved needs.  91.220(k); 91.320(j) 

The 2022-2023 Action Plan indicated the City would allocate a portion of its CDBG funds for activities 

that address the housing/service needs of the elderly, individuals with disabilities, and lower-income 

households. Additionally, the City would encourage and support OCHA’s efforts to obtain additional 

rental assistance funding, especially for senior and low-income households. The Action Plan also 

indicated that the City’s housing rehabilitation program would help elderly homeowners improve their 

primary residences to address specific household needs. 

CDBG funding was allocated for one senior services program that assisted 27 elderly Mission Viejo 

residents during the reporting period. Additionally, Vocational Visions provided employment support 

services to 88 Mission Viejo adults with developmental disabilities. Furthermore, the City assisted six 

senior homeowners in rehabilitating their housing units during the 2022-23 reporting period. Finally, 
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OCHA reports that 123 seniors and 75 disabled households received rental assistance during the 

reporting period.

The Residential Lead-Based Paint (LBP) Hazard Reduction Act of 1992 changed the federal approach to 

addressing LBP by emphasizing preventing childhood lead poisoning through a housing-based approach.  

To this end, the City has included lead-based paint hazard reduction as an eligible activity for its housing 

rehabilitation programs.  All application packets for the City’s housing rehabilitation programs include a 

notice to educate residents about the health dangers of lead and encourage screening children for 

elevated blood-lead levels.  Additionally, units are screened for lead-based paint hazards before using 

federal funds.  Housing units identified as having lead-based paint hazards are treated so the lead-based 

paint is abated in accordance with federal requirements. Lead-based paint was banned in 1978. Two of 

the seven housing units rehabilitated during FY 2022-23 were built after 1978; the remaining units were 

exempt from HUD lead-based paint hazards compliance requirements. 

Actions taken to reduce the number of poverty-level families. 91.220(k); 91.320(j) 

According to the U.S. Census Bureau, approximately 5.0% of Mission Viejo residents have incomes below 

the poverty level; this includes approximately 5.5% of City residents aged 65 and older and 3.5% of 

children under 18.[1]  The Consolidated Plan and Annual Action Plan indicated that the City would support 

various services to help reduce the number of families living in poverty:  

• Support affordable housing programs, including rehabilitation for lower-income, senior, and 

disabled homeowners and rental assistance for very low-income renters via OCHA.  As 

previously indicated, the City assisted seven lower-income homeowners in rehabilitating their 

primary residence without incurring additional housing costs (6 of 7 were senior homeowners).  

OCHA provided rental assistance to 236 renter households during the reporting period, 

including 123 senior and 75 disabled renter households. 

• Support services were provided to 288 individuals who were homeless or at risk of becoming 

homeless; most beneficiaries were families with children.  

• Public service agencies provided free or reduced-cost services to lower-income households.  

Over 1,700 residents benefitted from reduced medical/dental services, food/housing/utility 

assistance, and other safety-net services during the reporting period.

Actions taken to develop institutional structure. 91.220(k); 91.320(j) 

During FY 2022-23, the City continued efforts to eliminate institutional gaps and enhance program 

coordination within the community.  For example, the City partnered with nonprofits to deliver public 

services.  City departments also continued to collaborate to evaluate projects and activities funded in 

whole or in part with CDBG and CDBG-CV funds that addressed priority needs.  The City assisted OCHA by 

participating in the Cities Advisory Committee – a quarterly meeting of cities and OCHA to discuss federal 
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rental housing assistance and regional housing issues.  The City also supported the Orange County 

Continuum of Care (CoC) as it prepared the County’s CoC Homeless Assistance grant application for HUD 

funds.  The City also supported the CoC in developing the county’s plan to end chronic homelessness and 

a regional discharge plan. 

Actions taken to enhance coordination between public and private housing and social service 

agencies. 91.220(k); 91.320(j) 

As indicated above, the City participated in the regional coordination of assisted housing services by 

participating in the quarterly Cities Advisory Committee held by OCHA to discuss federal rental housing 

assistance issues and supported the Orange County CoC.  Additionally, the City engaged several local 

social service providers as part of the annual CDBG Public Service grant and City-funded Community 

Service grant funding process.  The City also participated in regional planning efforts, such as preparing 

the 2020-2024 Orange County Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing.  

Identify actions taken to overcome the effects of any impediments identified in the 

jurisdictions analysis of impediments to fair housing choice.  91.520(a) 

Consolidated Plan regulations require CDBG recipients to (1) examine and attempt to alleviate housing 

discrimination within their jurisdiction; (2) promote fair housing choice for all persons; (3) provide 

opportunities for all persons to reside in any given housing development, regardless of race, color, 

religion, sex, disability, familial status, or national origin; (4) promote housing that is accessible to and 

usable by persons with disabilities; and (5) comply with the non-discrimination requirements of the Fair 

Housing Act. HUD encourages jurisdictions to consult with one another and initiate region-wide fair 

housing planning. The Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Choice (AI) is the primary document for 

this purpose. 

During the reporting period, the City participated as one of 19 local jurisdictions in preparing the Orange 

County 2020-2024 Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing (OC-AI). The OC-AI identified various actions 

that can be implemented over five years to address regional and local barriers to fair housing. The City 

contracts with the Fair Housing Foundation (FHF) to provide fair housing outreach, education, and 

enforcement services, and helps the City address the impediments to fair housing identified in the 

County AI. A summary of actions taken by the City and the FHF to address the impediments identified in 

the AI is provided in Attachment 4.

The City’s CDBG monitoring plan is designed to provide program staff with information to verify the 

accuracy of data provided by sub-recipients, ensure that sub-recipients are carrying out individual 

activities as described in their contracts, and ensure that sub-recipients use appropriate accounting and 

record-keeping methods for the use of CDBG funds. During the FY 2022-23 reporting period, sub-

recipient training was canceled due to the COVID-19 pandemic.  Annual sub-recipient training will 

typically focus on the following topics: 1) review the CDBG program goals, objectives, and sub-recipient 

obligations; 2) review the content of the sub-recipient agreements; and 3) review regulations related to 

the CDBG program that impact sub-recipients in the implementation of their programs. 

On-site monitoring of sub-recipients is conducted biennially unless program or administrative issues are 

identified or the grant recipient is new to CDBG. The City conducted on-site monitoring during the FY 

2021-22 reporting period. Generally, sub-recipients have complied with program requirements; some 

programs did not meet planned performance goals. It is anticipated that on-site monitoring will be 

conducted in FY 2023-24.  

Program staff also worked closely with other City departments to ensure CDBG program regulations and 

other federal requirements were implemented during the reporting period.  

The City has made every effort to comply with CDBG and Consolidated Plan regulations. The City’s 

Citizen Participation Plan ensures that community input is considered before submitting a substantial 

amendment or an annual update to HUD. It also provides residents the opportunity to review and 

comment on annual performance. Construction, professional service, and sub-recipient agreements 

have been prepared to ensure compliance with applicable federal regulations. Additionally, the City has 

implemented an open procurement process that encourages bidding from minority and women-owned 

businesses.

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1) In collaboration with the OCHA: 

a) Attend quarterly Orange County Housing Authority (OCHA) 

Housing Advisory Committee to enhance the exchange of 

information regarding the availability, procedures, and 

policies related to the Housing Assistance Voucher program 

and regional housing issues.  

b) Support OCHA's affirmative fair marketing plan and de-

concentration policies by providing five-year and annual PHA 

plan certifications.  

c) In coordination with OCHA and fair housing services provider, 

conduct landlord education campaign to educate property 

owners about State law prohibiting discrimination based on 

household income. 

a) Staff attended quarterly online meetings. 

b) The City provided the PHA Plan certifications to OCHA staff upon request. 

c) California law expanded “source of income” protections to individuals who use housing 

rent assistance (e.g., Housing Choice Voucher) effective January 2020. The Fair Housing 

Foundation (FHF) is prepared to receive and address these complaints; however, FHF 

received 1 allegation of “source of income” discrimination from Mission Viejo residents 

during the FY 22-23 reporting period. FHF received 10 additional allegations of fair 

housing law violations from Mission Viejo households, alleging discrimination based on 

the following: Age (1), Familial Status (1), Mental Disability (2), Physical Disability (4), 

and Race (2). 8 of these allegations were resolved through counseling; however, 3 cases 

were opened to investigate allegations of discrimination based on Race (2) and Source 

of Income (1).  

2) Through the City's fair housing contractor: 

a) Provide fair housing education and information to apartment 

managers and homeowner associations on why denial of 

reasonable modifications/accommodations is unlawful.  

b) Conduct multi-faceted fair housing outreach to tenants, 

landlords, property owners, realtors, and property 

management companies. Methods of outreach may include 

workshops, informational booths, presentations to 

community groups, and distribution of multi-lingual fair 

housing literature.  

c) Provide general fair housing counseling and referral services 

to address tenant-landlord issues, investigate allegations of 

fair housing discrimination, and take appropriate actions to 

conciliate cases or refer to appropriate authorities.  

a) During the reporting period, the FHF received 6 inquiries regarding reasonable 

accommodation from Mission Viejo residents; these complaints were resolved due to a 

lack of documentation to substantiate a medical-related need for accommodations. 

b) Because of the COVID-19 pandemic, participation in live training sessions for rental 

property owners/managers was limited to online platforms. FHF held over 50 trainings 

and workshops on a regional basis, including 2 Fair Housing workshops in Mission Viejo. 

All online activities were available to Mission Viejo residents, landlords, and property 

managers. 

c) The FHF assisted 58 unduplicated Mission Viejo households by addressing 70 fair 

housing issues, disputes, and inquires. Most disputes centered on rent increases, 

habitability, notices, and evictions. 

d) Not addressed during the reporting period. 

e) FHF conducts its audits based on the most common protected classes – disability and 

race; however, during FY 22-23, no audits were conducted in Mission Viejo.

d) Periodically monitor local newspapers and online media 

outlets to identify potentially discriminatory housing 

advertisements.  

e) Include testing/audits within the scope of work with fair 
housing provider. 

3) In cooperation with the Orange County Transportation Authority: 

a) Provide community education regarding transport services for 
persons with disabilities. 

b) Explore bus route options to ensure neighborhoods with 
concentration of low-income or protected class populations 
have access to transportation services. 

a) No activity to report in FY 2022-2023 

b) No activity to report in FY 2022-2023 

4) Monitor FBI data to determine if any hate crimes are housing-
related and if there are actions that may be taken by the City's fair 
housing service provider to address potential discrimination linked 
to the bias motivations of hate crimes.  

▪ The FBI reports that in 2021, the latest available year of data, no hate crimes were 

reported in Mission Viejo. 

5) Support local eviction prevention strategies to reduce the number 
of homeless individuals and families (homelessness prevention 
services). 

▪ The City used both CDBG and CDBG-CV funds to support services to prevent the loss of 

housing due to COVID-19. Funds also provided rapid rehousing for families with children 

experiencing homelessness. 

6) Seek funding through State programs (SB2/PLHA) to expand 
affordable housing and homelessness prevention services.  

▪ The City did not apply for PLHA funding during FY 22-23; however, it will apply for 3 

years of funding (FY 21-22, 22-23 & 23-24) during the FY 23-24 reporting period.  

7) Prepare a new Housing Element that is compliant with all current 

State laws and is certified by the California Department of Housing 

and Community Development (HCD).  

▪ The City’s Housing Element was updated during FY 21-22 and submitted to HCD for 

review. HCD had several comments which required revisions to the draft Housing 

Element. The Housing Element is anticipated to be certified by HCD during FY 23-24. 

8) Update zoning ordinance to comply with current State law. ▪ No activity to report in FY 22-23. The City will wait for the Housing Element to be 

certified, then it will take action to update the Zoning Ordinance to ensure consistency 

with the General Plan/Housing Element as required by the state.
